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By Savannah Smith

oing green are the new

buzz words with eco

friendly or green products

now part of the ads

and commercials being
bombarded to the youth of this country.
The question for teens remains, though,
is it truly easy to shop “green”?

While many teens see those tyvek or
cloth shopping bags at major stores
like Target and Walmart, and all of the
organic foods being sold nationwide,
they should know that there are many
products on the market that are part of
the green movement.

Take make-up for example, there is
The Physicians Formula brand Organic
Wear of make-up along with Cargo
brand. Cargo actually packages its
organic brand in recycled biodegradable
paper that houses different kinds of
plant and flower seeds that are ready to
be cultivated.

In addition to makeup, there are clothing
brands that use organic cotton and
recycled fabrics and components as
well. Ecofriendly clothing brands are
pretty abundant, a main list of these
brands geared more for teens includes
Fuze, Project Green Label, Loomstate
and Sub_Urban. These brands deal
with organic and recycled fabrics
and cater to both men and women.
Ancther clothing brand that offers
strictly organic and recycled fabric
attire is Threads 4 Thought; they offer
both mens’ and womens’ apparel. In
addition to offering clothing that aids
the Earth, two percent of all total sales
is donated to two organizations: the
IRC [International Rescue Committee]
that aids refugees and communities
worldwide fight against oppression and
the NRDC [Natural Resources Defense
Council] which is an environmental
conservation organization.

Looking for green footwear then try
Simple. The Simple brand creates
athletic shoes that resemble the
Converse brand with a “green” twist.

Each of their shoes are made with
organic cotton, eco certified leather,
suede and also recycled car tires as the
rubber of the shoe sole. They carry both
mens’ and womens’ shoes in a variety
of styles that include sandals, casual,
Eco-Sneaks and GreenToe.

Major companies are also moving into
the green movement. This includes Sally
Hansen, Neutregena, Target, Levi's,
Volcom, Element, American Apparel,
Bilibong, Quicksilver, O'Neil, Forever
21, and many more. Target has its
own womens’ collection titled “Vimala”
that is a collection of everyday clothing
that is eco chic. Levi Strauss Jeans
also have their own eco collections that
carry mens’ and womens’ jeans. The
name of their collection is Levi's ECO.
Sally Hansen, which has just released
its very own alknatural line of make-up,
Natural Beauty.

As for the lower extremities, the shoe
company Rocket Dog created a line
of shoes that uses recycled tires and
fabrics to make the shoes. As well
as Rocket Dog, Payless Shoe Stores
have unveiled their own eco line as well
entitled Zoe & Zach.

School supplies are also in the eco
loop. All major companies that produce
and sell pencils, pens, paper, ink and
highlighters also have its own collection
of eco friendly products. Retailers like
Staples and Office Depot as well as
companies like Pentel and PaperMate
manufacture pens, pencils, highlighters
and white-out correction tape.

Buying green products to use in
everyday life is much more accessible
than teens think. Next time you go to
a store, give it some though when you
look through all the brands and explore
the more earth conscience options.
You may be surprised on how easily
accessible these items are and you
might even like them better than their
favorite brands.
